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INSTALLATION GUIDELINES
STEP1

Refer to PLAN VIEW and FOOTING DIAGRAM to locate position of
slide.

STEP 2
Excavate footing as shown in FOOTING ELEVATION and FOOTING
DETAIL. Place a 2" spacer block in bottom of each hole.

STEP 3
Select two freestanding post and gate pieces. Place in footing holes
and brace in position.

STEP 4

Select 36” square play deck, eight 3/8"x1” security TORX head
bolts, sixteen 3/8” flat washers and eight 3/8” hex nuts. Hold deck in
position. Attach deck to freestanding post and gate pieces by
inserting bolt through washer, post and gate piece, deck, washer
and into nut (see Detail A). NOTE: Four sets per side of deck.

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STEP 5
Select two stair rails, two 3-1/2” component pipe clamps and two set
screws. Attach pipe clamps to stair rails. Install and gently tighten set

screws (see Detail B).

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STEP 6
Attach pipe clamps to post and gate assemblies. Install and gently
tighten set screws (see Detail C).
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STEP 7

Select stairs and two 3/8” round weld nuts. Insert weld nuts in side
holes in stairs. Tap into place. Set stairs in place. NOTE: End of
stairs with four holes will mount to deck. Line up holes in stairs with
holes in deck. Insert screwdrivers through two sets of holes in deck
for temporary support.

STEP 8
Raise bottom of stair until stair and deck are flush and even.

STEP9
Adjust handrails on vertical posts of post and gate assemblies until
holes in handrails are aligned with holes in side of stairs.

STEP 10

Select two 3/8"x1-1/2" Security TORX head bolts. When holes in
stairs are aligned with holes in rails, insert TORX head bolt through
rail, stair and into weld nut (see Detail D). Tighten hardware.

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STEP 11

Select four 3/8"x1-1/4" flat washers, four 3/8” round weld nuts and
four 3/8"x3/4” security TORX head bolts. Insert bolt through washer,
stairs, deck and into weld nut (see Detail E). NOTE: Begin with two
holes not being held by screwdrivers. Once hardware has been
installed in the first two holes, remove screwdrivers from remaining
two holes and install hardware following same procedure.

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STEP 12

Verify that posts, deck and stairs are level and plumb. Tighten all
hardware.

STEP 13

Select two drive pins. Drill one 1/4” hole through back side of each
component clamp. Insert drive pin into hole. Tap into place (see
Detail C).

STEP 14

Select standard slide foot, four 3/8"x1” security TORX head bolts
and four 3/8” flat washers. Attach slide foot to slide by inserting bolt
through washer, slide foot and into slide (see Detail F). NOTE: Slide
will be pre-drilled with threaded inserts installed. NOTE: Slides are
designed for specific standard deck heights (bottom of slide will be
“X" number of inches from top of deck (ex: 36" slide will have a
distance of 36" between top of deck and bottom of slide). If a “non-
standard” deck height is being used, the standard distance from
bottom of slide to top of deck must still be maintained.

Select four 1/4” wafer bolts. Attach slide to deck by inserting wafer
bolt through deck and into slide. NOTE: Slide will be pre-drilled with
threaded inserts installed.

Select four adhesive gaskets for C-Line fitting and four 3-1/2” C-Line
hood attachment fittings. Remove backing from one side of gasket
and press on to back side of fitting. NOTE: Gasket is covered with a
strong adhesive -- do not press on fitting until gasket is centered.
Repeat process for remaining gaskets and fittings (see Detail H).

Select eight 1/4"x1” self tapping screws. Set slide hood in place.
NOTE: Gasket is covered with a strong adhesive -- do not press on
pipe until hood is centered, level and at correct height (bottom of
slide hood will be even with top of deck). Install two self tapping
screws in each fitting - only two holes of each fitting are accessible
at this time (see Detail J). NOTE: Must use high speed 3/8” electric
drill w/clutch. Use of any other driver may result in damage to tool
and/or hardware.
